Reqular Season Format
The regular season schedule consists of each team playing 14 games.
There are no games scheduled for Memorial Day or July 4th.

Play-Off Format
*Tournament seeding will be determined by season records. Number 1 seed will have best record.

If tied records occur, "fewest runs allowed" between tied teams (not for entire season) will be the

first tie breaker. "Most runs scored” between tied teams will be third tie breaker.

Same procedure if muitiple teams have the same record.

*The playoffs will consist of single elimination between Seeds 3 vs 6 and Seeds 4 vs 5 in the first round.
In the second round, Seed 1 vs winner of 3 vs 6 in a best out of three elimination.

Also in the second round, Seed 2 vs winner of 4 vs 5 in a best out of three elimination.

The two winners of the second round will play a best out of three elimination for the championship.
Highest seed in each round will be home team in 1st. and 3rd. games.

Additional rules for Playoff Games
A. Playoff games will be played in their entirety, according to regular season rules.
The injury substitue provision (#28) is not in effect for playoffs.
B. If a game only goes up to 2 innings and is called because of rain or darkness, the game
is not an "official’ game and will be rescheduled.
C. If a game goes into the 3rd inning and is called because of rain or darkness, then the
game will be resumed at that point.

Make-up Games ’
Rained-out or suspended games will be made-up as soon as possible. Make-up games will be played

on a date determined by the Commissioner and the team captains of the teams involved.
